
LAKE COUNTY BOARD of ADJUSTMENT 
March 10, 2010 

Meeting Minutes 
 

MEMBERS PRESENT:  Clarence Brazil, Sue Laverty, Mike Marchetti, Tim McGinnis, 
Paul Grinde 
 
STAFF PRESENT:  Sue Shannon, LaDana Hintz, Lita Fonda 
 
Mike Marchetti called the meeting to order at 4:02 pm 
 
Motion made by Mike Marchetti, and seconded by Paul Grinde, to approve the 
February 10, 2010 meeting minutes.  Motion carried, 3 in favor (Clarence Brazil, 
Mike Marchetti, Paul Grinde) and 2 abstaining (Sue Laverty, Tim McGinnis). 
 
WILLCO INVESTMENTS INC CONDITIONAL USE—EAST SHORE 
LaDana Hintz presented the staff report and handed out an additional letter from the 
applicant addressing concerns of the neighbor.  (See attachments to minutes in the March 
2010 meeting file for staff report and handout.) 
 
Clarence asked about the pictures on pg. 2 of the report.  Had the building of the guest 
house started?  LaDana clarified that the guest house was proposed above the existing 
garage, as an additional story.    Clarence commented it looked tall.  LaDana explained 
the garage was built on a slope, so one end was higher than the other end.  Sue L asked if 
the guest house quarters had been less than 1000 square feet and did not require a 
conditional use, could they put the deck on the roof without a permit.  LaDana replied no, 
that would require additional review and approval.  She noted the letter handed out from 
the applicant addressed the neighbor’s concerns regarding the roof top desk. 
 
George Gibson spoke on behalf of the applicant.  He reiterated the garage currently 
exists, and they proposed building on top of it.  The reason they were coming for a 
conditional use was the square footage of the garage was almost 1200 square feet, which 
dictated the size of the structure.  He noted that Darcy Will wanted to work with the 
neighbor to the north, and highlighted the changes listed in the letter that addressed the 
neighbor’s concerns.  He thought it met the regulations, except for the size of the 
structure. 
 
Public comment opened:  None offered.  Public comment closed. 
 
Motion made by Clarence Brazil, and seconded by Paul Grinde, to approve the 
conditional use with Board comments and staff conditions.  Motion carried, all in 
favor. 
 
FJELD CONDITIONAL USE—EAST SHORE 
LaDana Hintz presented the staff report.  (See attachments to minutes in the March 2010 
meeting file for staff report.) 



 
Sue S pointed out for condition #12 that there had been discussion to expand the 
language to address zoning district regulations, lakeshore protection regulation and then 
also any other applicable regulations, such as the no wake zone, to make people aware of 
that. 
 
Tim asked if people could stay every night according to the regulations, or if the limited 
number of nights stemmed from the regulations.  Sue S answered there was nothing in the 
regulations about that.  He asked if there was a turnaround spot, and if by maintenance, 
this meant mowing it.  Sylvia thought this was to provide enough area for a fire truck. 
 
Mike said he was glad to see condition #10 regarding signage.  When the East Shore 
zoning district rules were redone recently, there was a lot of sensitivity on signage.  He 
advised care.  Tim said it should be well signed.  Mike stressed it should be well signed 
within the limits of the zoning.  Sue S noted the signage was for the address.  The 
applicant was not proposing to have a bed and breakfast sign at this time.  Sylvia Fjeld 
remarked that after her father had the place built, they would get people knocking on the 
door looking for the rental.  It was an issue.  She hadn’t got to signs yet, but wanted to 
keep that to a minimum.  She hoped her marketing was good enough that she wouldn’t 
have to do a lot of that.  Mike reiterated to be aware that the East Shore residents are 
sensitive about the signage, and there are limits and other things.   
 
Sylvia Fjeld spoke on behalf of her application.  She was retiring, and had just 
extensively remodeled.  It was beautiful and high-end.  She hoped to share it with people.  
She had the stipulation of days on every other week since she was still working in Idaho.  
She probably wouldn’t retire until the end of the year, and that was included as an interim 
measure.  That would be the most for this summer, but when she got home she hoped to 
have clients all the time.  When she rented the house by the week, for the last ten or 
twelve years, she had as many as 10 to 12 people in the house at a time.  This proposal 
was much less pressure on the house and systems and septic.  It would be limited and 
high end. 
 
No public present to comment.   
 
Sue L had a concern on lake impact with the dock and the possibility of business use of 
boats instead of the guest-only brought in like Sylvia was proposing.  Would the 
applicant object to a condition about the dock being personal boats and no rental of boats 
from the dock?  Sylvia didn’t think bed and breakfast clients would normally be lugging 
a boat along with them.  It might get to that point.  Sue L said she was asking to avoid it 
being a commercial dock.  If it was a B & B for guests, internally, if they had their own 
boats and brought them, that wasn’t a problem.  To then say, ‘you could rent these boats 
here on my dock’ for the guests would be different.  Sylvia asked if the question was 
would she have boat rentals.  She said she would never have those.  Sue S thought that 
would be limited already by the lakeshore regulations.  It would be a commercial marina 
facility and would have to go through a process through the lakeshore.  They could 



address zoning compliance with the lakeshore at that time.  Paul said this would be a 
separate issue.   
 
Motion made by Clarence Brazil, and seconded by Sue Laverty, to approve the 
conditional use with staff conditions, findings and recommendations.  Motion 
carried, all in favor. 
 
OTHER BUSINESS 
Motion made by Tim McGinnis, and seconded by Sue Laverty, to get a new speaker 
system.  Sue S suggested sending word to the Commissioners that the Board 
recommends they do this.  A Board member also suggested an electrical technician.  
Motion carried, all in favor. 
 
Motion made by Mike Marchetti to adjourn.  Motion carried, all in favor.  Meeting 
adjourned at 4:30 pm.
